Course Description

This is an introductory course that studies visual culture including arts through an exploration
of ideas and processes, including evaluation of selected items, works, and creating individual projects.
No prerequisite required.

No textbook required. Instructor provides free class materials, Open Educational Resources.

Course Type

This class is asynchronous. We will not meet online as a class at any time. That means you decide
independently when to review materials before the assignment deadlines. Each week, | will post
presentations, readings, viewings, audio, and/or discussions for your journaling assignment and usually a
creative or field project assignment in Blackboard.

This course is fully online and can be done at any time of the day or week. Weekly participation and
completion of each week's content and assignments are required with much flexibility as to whether you
participate day or evening, or during the week, or on the weekend. Whether you participate during the
week or over the weekend is up to you, as long as you do not miss weekly content assignments. Please
log in to Blackboard and participate a minimum of two times per week to fully complete all posted
weekly content and check Blackboard assignments. You should expect to spend about 3-6 hours per
week on this course's work.

Course Objectives

e Cultivate a greater appreciation and understanding of visual culture, arts, its elements, practice,
and theory

e Introduce students to a broad range of art media and techniques.

Learning Outcomes
Upon successful completion of this course, students will:
1. Apply art terminology as it specifically relates to works of art.
2. Demonstrate knowledge of art elements and principles of design.
3. Differentiate between the processes and materials used in the production of various works of art.
4. Critically interpret and evaluate works of art.

5. Demonstrate an understanding of the impact of arts on culture.

Course Content
e Define the term “art” and its purposes, including general categories of visual arts.
e |dentify and interpret visual elements and principles.

e Examine the techniques of visual communication, visual culture including in the "Fine" and
Applied Arts.

e Understand the art of the past historical and current modes in visual art and how those modes
influence making visuals.

Course Requirements

e Participation: students are expected to participate in communicating about topics (online),
through class journaling, creative activities, and field activities.

- *If a student is continuously unresponsive in participation and communication, a
warning email may be sent to that student with a week to respond to the request. If no
response is received at that point the student may be submitted to administration for
course withdrawal.

e Preparation: Students should come to class prepared, with supplies, having viewed and/or read
the assigned material. The students are expected to take notes on all materials presented.

— *Students are responsible for assigned video viewings and reading content even if not
covered during the lecture. e



Quizzes: Quizzes are a part of this class needed for better assessment. Quizzes could include
matching, fill-in-the-blank, multiple-choice, and short-answer questions. No large exams are
administered for this class.

Texts: There is no required textbook for this class. The instructor will provide readings and videos
for class.

Assignments: writing, drawing, field observations, creative processes, and other creative
activities
