evaluate the information within and across multiple texts of varying lengths.
e Comprehend and use vocabulary effectively in oral communication, reading, and writing.
e Describe, analyze, and evaluate information within and across a range of texts.
e  Identify and analyze the audience, purpose, and message across a variety of texts.
e Describe and apply insights gained from reading a variety of texts.

EDUC 1100 Course Description:

Learning Frameworks: A study of the research and theory in the psychology of learning, cognition,
and motivation; factors that impact learning, and application of learning strategies. Theoretical
models of strategic learning, cognition, and motivation serve as the conceptual basis for the



introduction of college-level student academic strategies. Students use assessment instruments (e.g.,
learning inventories) to help them identify their own strengths and weaknesses as strategic learners.

Students are ultimately expected to integrate and apply the learning skills discussed across their own
academic programs and become effective and efficient learners. Students developing these skills
should be able to continually draw from the theoretical models they have learned.

Course objectives: In this course, students will learn:

* To assume responsibility for choices made, decisions derived and actions taken, including
ownership of their college education;

* To develop an attitude of success towards tasks and challenges in college and in life;
* To develop the behavior of regular classroom attendance and participation;

* To identify personal strengths and weaknesses;

* To create and implement a plan to transform weaknesses into areas of competence;
* To manage college stressors;

* To implement cognitive and metacognitive strategies that will lead to improved academic

performance in college;
* To utilize campus resources, including the library and the Teaching and Learning Center;

* How to contact their major advisor and develop a degree plan for achieving goals at South

Plains College

*Extra Credit/Attendance/Drop Policy*

You should plan on attending every class, every week! We do a variety of hands-
on lessons that cannot be replicated online and cannot be made up.

Extra Credit — You are in charge of your extra credit this semester! For each class you
attend, you will receive 10 points that day (towards extra credit!) You have the
opportunity to earn up to 240 extra credit points!

If you are out, you will not earn 10 points that day. However, some days will be
considered "double-points days," so you could make up missed points if you are in class
on a double-points day!

I rarely drop students from courses. Only in extreme cases (i.e., foul language,
inappropriate behavior, inappropriate comments) will you be dropped.

the class! You will be dropped from the class if you have not attended class
and/or submitted an assignment or discussion post by the 12th class day of the
semester (September 13, 2023).

*Attendance, COVID, and Class Policies*

Attendance is an incredibly important part of your success as it gives you the chance to
ask questions and actively participate. Being physically present is calculated into your
final grade partly through the participation score, and being actively involved will definitely
impact your grade through you learning the material more deeply and thus being more
successful on assignments. Any student who has missed a significant number of classes
will be encouraged to drop the course, especially if they haven’t contacted me to explain
their situation and have missed a significant amount of course work.

You may be dropped from the course if | believe the objectives of the course
cannot be met due to your lack of participation, attendance, and/or lack of
completed assignments. If you have excessive absences, | will try to contact you.
If you have excessive absences and you do not respond to my attempts to contact
you, you will be withdrawn from the course with a grade of X. You will be dropped
from BOTH READ and EDUC corequisite sections.
