Grading: The grading scale will be as follows:

You earn your grade; I enter that grade.

Quizzes: The instructor will administer quizzes over materials. Should a student miss a chapter reading quiz
deadline they will not be allowed to make-up the quiz without instructor approval. You will be allowed up to
TWO attempts for each quiz for the average grade of your attempts (you do not have to take quizzes twice,
but this will prevent those from trying to “preview” questions rather than properly preparing by reading).

Exams: Reviews will be provided so that you can prepare for each exam. The final exam will not be
cumulative and will consist of multiple choice and fill-in-the blanks for ease of grading because grades are
due shortly after the scheduled exam date.

Assignments: There will be a reasonable number of assignments in this class (not all will require the same
amount of effort). These assignments are designed to expand student understanding and knowledge.
Remember that individual assignments will have a greater impact on your grade than missing a single quiz. It
would always be best to complete all assignments rather than attempt to offset a zero in this category of
evaluation. Please be advised that grading time varies with the type of assignment (there are many of you and
just one me). However, email me if you have concerns with the speed of feedback. This class is condensed so
there is not a lot of room for late work. Please let me know if you have any issues with the pacing or due
dates so I can help you succeed.

Al (artificial intelligence): If I suspect that a student has submitted artificially generated discussions,
assignments, or test answers, you will receive a zero for your work, Al detection evidence, and a notice
requesting a conference. You will be required to meet with me via video conference. If you fail to set up a
meeting, your grade will remain a zero. You will be given the opportunity to verbally respond to questions. If
you can explain your answers, [ will update your grade. While Al is useful, it is silly to attend a class where
you have no intention of learning.
